HOW TO EAT A SCONE

Take a tea knife and split the scone in half across its girth. Now take a spoonful of jam and a good knob of butter onto your small plate. Then spread a little butter on an area of the scone’s crumb face, the size you might expect to bite elegantly. Top this with as much or as little jam as you wish and eat just a mouthful.
